The following suggestions and guidelines, working together with
the Natural Balance® Shoe, have been found to “ Service the
Needs of the Equine Foot” very well. The application procedure
and shoe design* combination have been beneficially used to
maintain soundness and allow horses to move freely and more
comfortably throughout the shoeing regime.

Special Feature: Primary & secondary nail holes
are provided for optimal nail placement; ideal for
left & right foot applications.

We suggest that the foot be prepared so that the trimmed
heel terminates close to the back of the frog. (Fig. 1-A & 2-
A) Thisgenerally requires removing the heel so that the
hoof wall is about 1/16” to 1/8” from the live, exfoliated
sole at the hedl. (Fig. 1-B & 2-B) Thewall at thetoeis
trimmed equal in height to the sole callus. (Fig. 1-C & 2-C)

Thedistancefrom thefrog apex to theinside border of the
shoe(Fig. 3-A) should be:
ShoeSize‘4x0”  1/8" -1/4” ShoeSize'00"  1/4" - 1/2"
ShoeSize‘3x0"  1/4" - 3/8" ShoeSize ‘0" 3/8" -5/8"
ShoeSize'l  1/2" - 3/4”

All shoesshould extend to theend of thefrog, which
usually meansthat some shoeswill extend beyond the
buttress of thehedl. (Fig. 3-B)

Whenfinishing thefoot, only removetheflaresthat are
obviousfrom themid portion of the hoof wall down. (Fig.
4-A) Undercut the remaining hoof |eft over theshoe. (Fig.

4-B) Thiswill giveyou the appearance of the Naturally

worn barefoot.
